4. Develop and maintain the Site Log Book as defined in the CSWGP. When the 44 

Site Log Book or portion thereof is electronically developed, the electronic 45 
documentation must be accessible onsite. As a part of the Site Log Book, the 46 
Contractor shall develop and maintain a tracking table to show that identified 47 
TESC compliance issues are fully resolved within 10 calendar days. The table 48 
shall include the date an issue was identified, a description of how it was 49 
resolved, and the date the issue was fully resolved. 50

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The ESC Lead shall also inspect all areas disturbed by construction activities, all on-site 1 
erosion and sediment control BMPs, and all stormwater discharge points at least once 2 
every calendar week and within 24-hours of runoff events in which stormwater discharges 3 
from the site.

f. Infiltration locations shall be in upland areas at least 150 feet away from 49

INTRODUCTION TO THE SPECIAL PROVISIONS 1 
 2 
 (August 14, 2013 APWA GSP) 3 
 4 
The work on this project shall be accomplished in accordance with the Standard 5 
Specifications for Road, Bridge and Municipal Construction, 2018 edition, as issued by the 6 
Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) and the American Public 7 
Works Association (APWA), Washington State Chapter (hereafter  “Standard 8 
Specifications”).   The Standard Specifications, as modified or supplemented by the 9 
Amendments to the Standard Specifications and these Special Provisions, all of which are 10 
made a part of the Contract Documents, shall govern all of the Work.   11 
 12 
These Special Provisions are made up of both General Special Provisions (GSPs) from 13 
various sources, which may have project-specific fill-ins; and project-specific Special 14 
Provisions.  Each Provision either supplements, modifies, or replaces the comparable 15 
Standard Specification, or is a new Provision.  The deletion, amendment, alteration, or 16 
addition to any subsection or portion of the Standard Specifications is meant to pertain 17 
only to that particular portion of the section, and in no way should it be interpreted that the 18 
balance of the section does not apply. 19 
 20 
The project-specific Special Provisions are not labeled as such.  The GSPs are labeled 21 
under the headers of each GSP, with the effective date of the GSP and its source.  For 22

This Contract provides for the installation and improvement of Flashing Yellow Arrow (FYA) 5 
left-turn signalization at eight (8) intersections within the City of Sammamish, King County. 6

Southbound) [Non-Peak Hours Only] 11 

 E Lake Sammamish Parkway NE & Louis Thompson Road NE (Southbound) 12

 228th Avenue SE & SE 4th Street/Crusader Way (Eastbound and Westbound) 14

The project includes removal of existing equipment, installation of new signal controllers, 17 
new signal conductors, new conflict monitors, new 3- and 4-section signal heads with LED 18 
displays, signing associated with FYA operations, traffic control, and other work noted in 19 
these documents.

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Physical Completion Date 1 
The day all of the Work is physically completed on the project.  All documentation 2 
required by the Contract and required by law does not necessarily need to be 3 
furnished by the Contractor by this date. 4 

Completion Date 5 
The day all the Work specified in the Contract is completed and all the 6 
obligations of the Contractor under the contract are fulfilled by the Contractor.  All 7 
documentation required by the Contract and required by law must be furnished 8 
by the Contractor before establishment of this date. 9 

Final Acceptance Date 10 
The date on which the Contracting Agency accepts the Work as complete. 11

extenuating circumstances and such circumstances are deemed 41 
acceptable to the Contracting Agency. 42

B. Documentation: The Bidder, if and when required as detailed below, shall 44 

submit a list of the public works projects completed in the three years 45 
prior to the bid submittal date that have had claims against retainage and 46 
bonds and include for each project the following information: 47

• The owner and contact information for the owner; 50 
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• A list of claims filed against the retainage and/or payment bond for 1 
any of the projects listed; 2 

• A written explanation of the circumstances surrounding each claim 3 
and the ultimate resolution of the claim. 4

A Criterion: The Bidder and/or its owners shall not have been convicted of a 8 
crime involving bidding on a public works contract in the five years prior to 9 
the bid submittal date. 10

B. Documentation: The Bidder, if and when required as detailed below, shall 12 

sign a statement (on a form to be provided by the Contracting Agency) 13 
that the Bidder and/or its owners have not been convicted of a crime 14 
involving bidding on a public works contract. 15

6. Termination for Cause / Termination for Default 17 
 18 

A Criterion: The Bidder shall not have had any public works contract 19 
terminated for cause or terminated for default by a government agency in 20 
the five years prior to the bid submittal date, unless there are extenuating 21 
circumstances and such circumstances are deemed acceptable to the 22 
Contracting Agency. 23

B. Documentation: The Bidder, if and when required as detailed below, shall 25 

sign a statement (on a form to be provided by the Contracting Agency) 26 
that the Bidder has not had any public works contract terminated for 27 
cause or terminated for default by a government agency in the five years 28 
prior to the bid submittal date; or if Bidder was terminated, describe the 29 
circumstances. . 30

7. Lawsuits 32

A Criterion: The Bidder shall not have lawsuits with judgments entered 34 
against the Bidder in the five years prior to the bid submittal date that 35 
demonstrate a pattern of failing to meet the terms of contracts, unless 36 
there are extenuating circumstances and such circumstances are 37 
deemed acceptable to the Contracting Agency 38 

 39 
B. Documentation: The Bidder, if and when required as detailed below, shall 40 

sign a statement (on a form to be provided by the Contracting Agency) 41 
that the Bidder has not had any lawsuits with judgments entered against 42 
the Bidder in the five years prior to the bid submittal date that 43 
demonstrate a pattern of failing to meet the terms of contracts, or shall 44 
submit a list of all lawsuits with judgments entered against the Bidder in 45 
the five years prior to the bid submittal date, along with a written 46 
explanation of the circumstances surrounding each such lawsuit.  The 47 
Contracting Agency shall evaluate these explanations to determine 48
